1. Fitting does not engage with slides

1.1 Is fitting positioned correctly on slides?

Pull slides fully out of the unit. Push fitting onto slides and then back into the unit.
An audible click means that the slides have engaged with the fitting.

Caution: The fitting must be level when placed on the slides. Press on the front panel opposite the
front panel brackets when pushing in the fitting.

1.2 Latch not on O-position?

Before assembly check that both latches are in 0-position. The latching element can shift out of
0-position following either incorrect assembly or disassembly.

1.3 Are slides positioned correctly?

The slides must be fitted parallel to each other. In addition, it is
important that the dimension of 380 mm is maintained exactly.

1.4 Front panel brackets as supplied (4-mm gap)

If the gap between the front panel and the fitting is less than
4 mm, the fitting cannot be pushed far enough into the unit to
engage with the slides.

2.1 Is the unit set up correctly?

Ensure that the side panels are straight and vertical.

2.2 Are the slides parallel to each other?

The slides must be fitted parallel to each
other.

3. Fitting rubs
